Terms of Reference

The Croydon Cycle Forum is a consultative body whose remit is to:

a) Consider and comment on draft strategies and policies developed by the Council that relate to the promotion of cycling and facilities for cycling as a sustainable form of transport.

b) Consider and support new cycling initiatives.

c) Consider local cycling issues.

Frequency of Meetings and Venue

The forum will meet three times a year in the Town Hall.
Membership

Three Councillors will be appointed to the forum, two on nomination of the Majority Group (one must be the Highways and Environment Cabinet Member or their deputy) and one on the nomination of the Minority Group.

Each cycling related organisation active in the Borough shall be entitled to nominate one representative that may serve on the forum.

The Anerley Bicycle Club, Croydon Cycling Campaign and the Cyclists Touring Club (Croydon Branch) shall be entitled to nominate a second representative.

Persons not nominated by an organisation may attend the forum as an observer.

Officers from relevant agencies, e.g. TfL, Sustrans, Police etc. shall be entitled to attend and participate in the meetings as will officers of the Council, at the discretion of the Chairman.  

Chairing of the Forum

The Chairman of the Forum shall be one of the Councillors nominated by the Majority Group.  In the absence of the Chairman, the meeting shall be chaired by the Vice-Chairman who shall be elected by the members of the forum.
